What is a disciple? This is a question I have not
considered too deeply. I have generally thought of a
disciple as one of the 12 — you know the apostles. I am
certainly not on par with those guys, never will be, so
why would I concern myself with how to be a
disciple? A Christian, yes that is more up my alley, |
can do that. I can believe in Jesus Christ, accept God’s
grace and salvation through Christ and show up to
worship, serve on committees, attend Bible study and
do a little mission work now and again. I am actually
really good at those things. I feel pretty good about
myself as a Christian. Such an admission should, of
course, raise a red flag to the top of the mast but often
times I miss the warning in the glow of my
self-appreciation. As a result God is forced to shed
some truth into those areas where I feel slightly smug,
uncertainty begins to creep in. What is a disciple—
really?

Of course I can ignore the question, reasoning if I am
a Christian surely I am a disciple too. No work needs
to be done here. But the question and the uncertainty
just lingers. Sooner or later I have to deal with the
question. God is persistent. He will not relinquish the
nudge. A simple Google search should set this straight
pretty quickly, surely satisfying me that I am not like
those apostles so I can go back to being just a
Christian. Hmm...everything keeps pointing me back
to what Jesus had to say about disciples not what he

had to say to his disciples. Jesus was talking to
everyday people about what a disciple is and how to
be one. Yes, he first instructed his apostles about
discipleship, but he continued by instructing ordinary
people too. Suddenly I find myself pulled into the
group that includes the apostles with the same things
being expected of me as were expected of the apostles:

+To love like Jesus loved (John 13:35)

+To work diligently to become like Jesus (Luke 14:33)
+To obediently follow Jesus’ teachings (John 8:31)
+To surrender everything to God (Luke 24:27)

The truth is—it is not enough to show up for worship,
serve on committees, attend Bible study and do a little
mission work now and again. God’s truth is that there
is more to it than that. There is great work to be done
and Jesus calls us to do that work as he would do it.
In Deuteronomy 2:3, God tells the Israelites “You
have circled this mountain long enough. Now turn
north.” It is time to turn north, move beyond being
mere Christians. It is time to move into being real
disciples.
