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February 22nd is Ash Wednesday, the first day
of Lent. Lent is a season of preparation for the
celebration of Easter. It is a time for growing
through repentance, fellowship, prayer, and
concentration on our baptismal covenant.

Ash Wednesday is a time for putting aside our
sins and failures of the past in the light of who
we are yet to become by the grace of God. It
is called “Ash Wednesday” because it is
traditional to rub ashes on the forehead in the
shape of a cross as a reminder of our mortality
and an expression of repentance. The ashes
we use are made from the palm fronds saved
from our last Palm Sunday service and also the
papers nailed to the cross at the Stations of the
Cross.

Join us for worship on Ash Wednesday,
February 22nd, at 7:30pm as we begin our
Lenten journey.
